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Chapter 6- Teen Pregnancy

A lot of the time, especially with teens, when either person in the 

relationship feels forced or obligated to rush things, conflicts and other problems 

arise. My advice would not be much different if she were 25 years old just 

because it really depends on the relationship between the mother and the father. 

Though 25 is a fairly good age to get married and have children, I don’t believe 

that anyone should force a relationship because of a pregnancy. 


On the other hand, if my best friend were a man who got a girl pregnant 

my advice would change slightly. I strongly believe that if a guy gets a girl 

pregnant, no matter what age, he should be there to support both her and the 

baby. If he is confident that their relationship is strong, then rushing into marrying 

her would not be necessary. 


Many people believe that it is mandatory to be married before you start a 

family, but things don’t always work out that way. I personally believe that if a 

young couple find themselves in this position that it is their duty and responsibility

 to do everything and anything they can to make the relationship work for the 

baby’s sake.
