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8c. Select a source you found while conducting research on your topic. What strategies does the writer use that you appreciate? What of those strategies can you model and incorporate in your own current project? Practice modeling one or more strategy.


For my English 2010 Profile writing assignment, I chose to profile a man named Alan Graham who is the President, CEO and co-founder of an organization called Mobile Loaves and Fishes. This organization works to provide food, clothing and toiletries to the homeless. Also, the most recent project of MLF is called Community First, which is a master-planned community of small, affordable housing options associated with various other necessities.
